• Submit the Payment Request Form in excel spreadsheet vs PDF

• Put invoice attachments in same order as listed on the Payment 

Request Form when possible

• Submit photos and recipes

• Vendor/producer versus distributor 

• Bank statements aren’t required

• For distributor invoices with multiple vendors/producers, submit 

multiple invoices for each vendor (which could mean waiting a few 

months)
